When you are placed in Ekurhuleni, you report to the head office in Germiston where you will be         

allocated to a team. This is dependant upon where services are required but they try to place you closest 

to your home. Once allocated to your team, you report every day to your main clinic, get a government 

vehicle and go out with your team to surrounding clinics from there.

• Support groups for people with disabilities.  

• Home visits and in-service trainings for professionals such as 

doctors, nurses and Home Based Carer’s. 

• Training for caregivers at NGO’s. 

• Campaigns are run to raise awareness. 

• Speech therapy assessments and treatment. 

• Audiology assessment and hearing aid fittings. 

• Referrals to surrounding hospitals. 

• Pre-school screening and well-baby clinic screening
