
The HI HOPES Programme is for families of babies with a hearing loss (mild to profound, 
unilateral or bilateral). We off er a family-centred approach in providing information and 
support that is in the best interest of the childʼs overall development and of the family, 
considering their specifi c circumstances and needs.  This home-based intervention service 
is off ered at no cost to the family until the child turns 3.  For children identifi ed after the 
age of 3, short term intervention is provided.

    of charge
4. We encourage a multidisciplinary approach to support your childʼs development
5. We will assess and monitor your childʼs progress every 4 months
