An outline of the event  
 

This seminar will begin by reviewing what the auditory brainstem response (ABR) is and what it is not, how we obtain 
the ABR, and what the final ABR waveform truly represents. From this base, the seminar will then challenge many of 
the widely held beliefs about the ABR such as “the acoustic click only tests 2 to 4 kHz”, “frequency-specific stimuli 
elicit frequency-specific responses” and others, with the aim of sorting these beliefs into myths and realities as they 
apply to the use of the ABR in clinical practice.

Dr. Wilson is Senior Lecturer in Audiology at the School of Health and Rehabilitation Sciences (University of 
Queensland). He holds a PhD in Audiology from the University of the Witwatersrand (2001), and is a full member of 
the Audiological Society of Australia and the Asia Pacific Society for the Study of Speech, Language and Hearing.
